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OBJECTIVE: Track 2011 Alabama Public High School Graduates  through  the National Student 

Clearinghouse  to  determine  how  many  of  those  students  enrolled  in  an  Institution  of  Higher 
Education (IHE) with emphasis placed on the evaluation of the students who attended colleges and 
universities outside of Alabama. 

PROCESS:    The  process  involved  reformatting  data  from  the  Alabama  State  Department  of 

Education (ALSDE) for 2011 Alabama Public High School Graduates and submitting a combined data 
file to National Student Clearinghouse (NSC).  The information returned from NSC was compiled to 
provide the following: 

 Comparisons of Low‐Income Students from 2010 Graduates to 2011 Graduates 

 Summary of all 2011 Graduates who enrolled in an IHE 

 Summary of all 2011 Graduates who enrolled in an out‐of‐state IHE 

 Summary  of  all  2011  Graduates  who  enrolled  in  an  IHE  in  a  surrounding  state  (Florida, 
Georgia, Tennessee and Mississippi) 

Note:    Based  on  IPEDS  enrollment  data  from  the  US  Department  of  Education  for  Fall  2010, 
approximately 11% of students enrolled in Alabama institutions receiving Title IV funding were not 
reported to NSC in 2011.  NSC indicates they have data from more than 3,300 colleges enrolling 96% 
of US college students.   NSC data for 2012  includes data from the following  institutions who were 
not  NSC  participants  in  2011:    Herzing  University  –  Birmingham,  two  additional  branches  of  ITT 
Technical  Institute,  Shelton  State  Community  College  and  Southern  Union  Community  College 
(Approximately 12,000 students included in 2012 were from institutions who did not participate in 
NSC in 2011).

The  data  received  back  from  NSC  was  summarized  by  race  and  lunch  type  for  2010  and  2011 
graduates.  Students who received free and/or reduced lunch as high school students are defined as 
low‐income students for this study. 

Based on data received back from NSC that identified students who had enrolled in an IHE: 

 For 2011 graduates: of the 44,086 graduates, a total of 30,641 students had enrolled  in an 
IHE; 36% received free and/or reduced lunches.   

 For 2010 graduates: of the 42,742 graduates, a total of 25,970 students had enrolled  in an 
IHE; 33% received free and/or reduced lunch.    

These data indicate an increase of low‐income students who enrolled in an IHE in 2011 based 
on data from the National Student Clearinghouse – Student Tracker.

Comparison of 2010 and 2011 
Alabama Public High School Graduates  

Who Enrolled in Higher Education Institutions

When comparing the 2010 Alabama public high school graduates to the 2011 Alabama public high 
school graduates, we need to make note of some significant differences/changes between the two 
years:

NSC includes several institutions for data reporting in 2012 who were not NSC participating 
institutions in 2011 when the 2010 graduates were tracked.  For example,  Athens State 
University, Herzing University, ITT Technical Institute, Shelton State Community College, 
and Southern Union Community College are now NSC participating institutions in 2012, but 
were not NSC participants in 2011.  Approximately 12,000 students included in 2012 
analysis of 2011 graduates were from institutions who did not participate in NSC in the 
2011 analysis of 2010 graduates.

There were 1,344 more Alabama public high school graduates in 2011 than in 2010.

NSC identified approximately 5,000 more Alabama public high school graduates enrolled in 
an IHE in 2012 for the 2011 class than those identified in 2011 for the 2010 graduating class.

When comparing the NSC data matches from 2009‐2010 graduates to 2010‐2011 graduates, the 
following changes were identified:

For graduates enrolled in an Alabama IHE:
Majority were CTE Concentrators for 2010 graduates
Majority were CTE Participants for 2011 graduates
Majority enrolled in Alabama public 2‐year college for 2010 (53%)
Majority enrolled in Alabama public 2‐year college for 2011 (55%)

For graduates enrolled in any IHE comparing 2010 to 2011:
% enrollment for all graduates increased 9%  
% of Black ethnicity enrollment increased  3%  
% enrollment of CTE Participants increased 8%  
% enrollment of graduates with free and/or reduced lunch increased 3% 

For graduates enrolled in a Surrounding state IHE :
% enrollment of CTE Participants increased 5%  
% of Black ethnicity enrollment increased  3%  
# of enrollment increased in Mississippi and Georgia for 2011 graduates

For graduates enrolled in any out‐of‐state IHE:
% male enrollment increased from 50% to 51% for 2011 graduates
% enrollment of CTE Participants increased 6%
